Group 1: Child Labor

Group 6: Multicultural Society

Being able to speak two languages or being better looking are just two common stereotypes. But being a person with roots in two different countries comes with its own problems. In this group, we will discuss what it really means to be of mixed heritage and deepen our understanding of multicultural society through games, discussions, quizzes, and more.
